Tillotson College (University) in 1960 and graduated with a Bachelor of Liberal
Arts in 1964 and a certificate in Tailoring from Texas Southern University. Jack
married his high school sweetheart Marcia Richards (Ellison) on July 28,
1962. To this union four children were born Dawnette, Derrick, Jack Jr. and
Jenah. Jack was a man of many professions, his first job was at a Youth Job
Corp in Saginaw, Michigan as a teacher and counselor, he spent several
years there then he and his family moved to San Mateo, California where he
taught school for several years. In a move to get back to Texas he accepted a
job at Todd’s Shipyard as a Repair/Maintenance person, he worked in this
capacity for 10 years before going on to work at Penreco Oil Company where
he retired from in 2007 as one of the Chief Operators. In his leisure, he
enjoyed spending time on his ranch, raising cattle and quarter horses as well
as buying and selling cattle.
