Scott John Edwards, age 52, passed away unexpectedly on June 23, 2024.
He was the proud father to Caila Edwards, grandfather to Ryker Edwards-

As a Galveston Island, Texas, resident, Scott was active in the community. He
was a Sr. Project Manager for TierPoint and owner of Affaire d’Art Gallery and
From the HeART Gallery, in Galveston, that he had co-owned with his late
wife.

After a brief stint working in water treatment in Pasadena, Texas, Scott began
his career in customer service for a life insurance company in Houston.
Because of his technical talents, Scott was recruited to work in the IT field
where he held various technical, management and consulting roles over his
31-year career. 



Scott loved animals, photography and riding his motorcycle. He could often be
found taking his newly adopted dog, Gracie, on beach walks, snapping
pictures on the island or riding his Harley Davidson. 

 Supporting those in need was important to Scott. Recently, he dressed up as
Santa Claus at Christmastime and gave presents to needy children in
Galveston.
